CUSTOMISATION GUIDANCE

ATTITUDES TOWARD DOMESTIC VIOLENCE – QUESTIONNAIRE FOR WOMEN AND QUESTIONNAIRE FOR MEN

This module is only composed of one question: DV1 / MDV1
The purpose of this question is to measure social acceptance or justification of violence toward women by their male partners (also referred to as intimate partner violence). Although the question refers specifically to ‘husband’, this may be customised to read ‘husband/partner’ if non-marital unions are common in the country.
In societies where women have a lower status than men, it is often seen as acceptable for men to use violence as a disciplinary action when a woman does not comply with certain expected gender roles. Question DV1 / MDV1 refers to 5 circumstances (A to E) in which wife-beating is widely justified in such societies. 
The 5 circumstances (A to E) must be retained exactly as they are, without any modifications, to ensure cross-country comparability. 
While this module does not require any customisation or changes, additional circumstances or situations that are culturally relevant may be included. However, only situation(s) that reflect cultural expectations of women or their perceived status within society should be added. For example, it would not be appropriate to add the circumstance ‘if she steals’ since this is a behaviour (generally) unacceptable for both men and women. Examples of other additions that may not be appropriate unless only expected of women include “If she disrespects the mother-in-law” or “If she is unfaithful”. Please, consult with local gender experts before attempting to include any additional circumstances.
