Customisation Guidance
Employment and Training - Questionnaire for Women and questionnaire for men
NE3 / MNE3
This question aims to capture whether the respondent is an active student, defined as having been to school at any time within the past 4 weeks. If the survey fieldwork is conducted overlapping with long school breaks, that is, for instance, between two school years, there is a good chance that a full-time student has been on school break for longer than 4 weeks. In such cases the text in red should be kept, to allow for capturing of full-time students on break.
If the survey fieldwork does not overlap with at least 4 weeks of school or university break, then the text in red (and the corresponding response category can be deleted).
NE8 / MNE8
The question is designed to capture a full week and generally works best as a reference to a calendar week and not “the last seven days”. The days of the week should be customised to reflect the typical full week, which in some countries is Sunday to Saturday.
The same customisation should be done for questions NE9 / MNE9 and NE10 / MNE10.
NE9 / MNE9
The examples of activities should be customised if any of the listed activities are not prevalent in the country or if there are common income generating activities that are not adequately captured in the existing examples.
NE12 / MNE12
The text in red, flexi time, may not be a commonly used work arrangement and it could cause confusion if kept. The recommendation is to delete if not applicable and to consider replacing with another term if in use. 
NE18 & NE20 / MNE18 & MNE20
In many countries, fishing or fish farming are not very common and may not even exist at a scale to make a separate question appropriate. Please delete if very uncommon.
